TRAVEL DIRECTIONS 
ARRIVAL

From Bangkok take bus or train to Nong kai. From there take a tuk tuk to the border, where you can get (cheapest) visa on arrival (bring us $). From border take a local green bus to Talat Sau (central) bus station. From there get local bus to south bus station

If arriving by air to Vientiane, take a taxi to north bus station. Then shuttle to the south bus station

If arriving from the south, take the sleeper bus to the Vientiane south bus station.

From south Bus station take the local bus to Paksan (Paxan), which goes every half hour. 

From there we will travel together to the guesthouse outside Paxan.
